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Academic Year 114 Friendly Campus Series - NBA (No Bullying Act) Fun Basketball
Tournament (Event Details and Regulations)
l. Objectives
To encourage students to engage in healthy recreational sports while promoting
awareness of the prevention of campus violence, bullying, and substance abuse. This
activity aims to establish positive behavioral values and foster a healthy, harmonious,
and friendly campus environment.
Il. Organizers
1. Organizer: Office of Military Training
2. Co-organizers: Student Association, Departmental Student Associations
lll. Date, Venue, and Participants
1. Date: September 17, 2025 (Wednesday), 17:30-19:30
2. Venue: Outdoor Basketball Courts F and G, Guangfu Campus
3. Participants: All students of the university (approximately 300 expected)
IV. Event Structure
(A) Team Competition
1. Teams are encouraged to register by department or school (more than one
team per department is allowed). Each team must consist of 5 members.
Current and former varsity basketball players are not eligible to join.

2. Teams may also be self-organizing, consisting of 5 members. Each team must



choose a name related to the theme of a friendly campus.

3. Teams may consist of all-male, all-female, or mixed-gender groups.

4. A maximum of 25 teams will be accepted (meal boxes will be provided).

5. Competition format:

(1) Starting from the baseline, each player must dribble the ball around
the right-side promotional board, then attempt 3 bank shots into the
designated target area ("Anti-Bullying Zone"). Next, proceed to the
free-throw line and attempt 3 shots (“Fraud Prevention Zone"), then
dribble around the left-side promotional board, and finally make a layup
before passing to the next player.
(2) The entire team must complete the relay within 4 minutes. The
winning team will be the one with the highest total number of successful
baskets. In case of a tie, the shorter completion time will determine the
winner.
(3) Awards will be given to the top 5 teams:

= Tst Place: NT$5,000 gift voucher + trophy

= 2nd Place: NT$4,000 gift voucher + trophy

= 3rd Place: NT$3,000 gift voucher + trophy

= 4th Place: NT$2,000 gift voucher

= 5th Place: NT$1,000 gift voucher



(B) Individual Competition (Varsity players allowed)
1. Three-Point Shooting Contest

o Registration limited to 25 participants (meal boxes provided).
Participants must check in before 17:30. Walk-in participants are also
welcome to join on site.

o Each participant is allowed one shot attempt. Before shooting, the
participant must state one sentence defining a “friendly campus.”

o Those who make the shot advance to the semi-finals. (Those who miss
may rejoin the queue; the organizing unit will determine when the
contest ends based on the schedule.)

2. Semi-Finals

o Each contestant has 30 seconds to attempt as many 3-point shots as
possible. The highest scorers advance.

o Top 2 contestants will receive:

= Tst Place: NT$2,000 gift voucher + trophy
= 2nd Place: NT$1,000 gift voucher + trophy

o The next top 10 semi-finalists will each receive NT$200 gift vouchers.

o If fewer than 5 participants qualify for the semi-finals, the semi-final
round will be canceled.

(C) Registration Rules



Team competition: Advance registration only (no on-site registration).
Check-in begins at 17:00. Teams will compete in the order of check-in. All teams
must check in by 18:00; late arrivals will be disqualified.

Individual competition: Registrants must complete check-in by 17:30.
